CIS1406: HTML/CSS

Midterm Project

Estimated Time Required: 2-6 hours
Project: Portfolio Showcase [ 50 points ]
A portfolio showcase is a way to show off your best work that you have done in the field of Programming or Web Development/Design. Since this is generally going to be your first semester in this pathway, you will not be using real work that you have completed to link to. 

Instead, you will be building 2 pages of a portfolio site and working out the layout and design of it, making sure to pay attention to the project requirements. In addition to the 2 HTML files, you will also need a single external CSS file which will be applied to both pages. 

Both pages should have a consistent feel to them. To do this, create yourself a template first. Design and layout the header which should include the navigation for the page and then do the same for a footer. Visit a few websites to generate ideas for layouts. 
Grading Breakdown
1. HTML Structure & Content (20 Points)
Remember: Use correct sectioning elements in your layout design. 
· Common: (5 points)
· Valid HTML document with title and metadata (must include description and keywords).

· Common Header, usually includes an image, some wording and then the navigation. 
· Functional navigation bar (with links to both pages, at least one external resource, and placeholder links for other menu items). 

· Responsive layout using HTML5 semantic elements.
· A common footer, which could contain the navigation menu again, contact details, and social media icons or links. 

· Home Page (index.html): (7.5 Points)
· A brief, engaging introduction that includes your name, profession (e.g., “Hi, I’m [Your Name], a web development student with a passion for creating clean, responsive websites”).

· You could also include a short description of what visitors can expect to find in your portfolio (e.g., Explore my recent projects in web development and design. Check out my coding skills, design approach, and the work I’m most proud of.”).
· Add a summary of your skills you will have upon completing the degree path you are working on. For example, a list of programming languages, tools, or types of projects you want to showcase: "I specialize in front-end development using HTML, CSS, and JavaScript to create user-friendly web applications." 

· Use at least 2 images (inline or block) that are not background images. 
· Portfolio Page (portfolio.html): (7.5 Points)
· Headings and a structured layout to showcase projects or placeholder content. 

· Images or project placeholders, with text and links utilizing the figure element 
· Suggested sections for the page include Web Development/Design, Applications, Game Development, and Mobile App Development. Create 2 fake items per section to visualize the layout of content. 

2. CSS Styling (20 Points)
· External CSS file (portfolio.css):
    Required CSS Properties (20 Points)
· Class Selectors (3 Points)
· Use at least one dependent class (e.g., element.class-name) to style a specific element. (1.5 points)

· Use at least one independent class (e.g., .class) that can apply across multiple elements. (1.5 points)
· Selectors (3 Points)
· Use at least one descendant selector (e.g., parent child) to apply styles to elements within a container as well as one direct descendant selector (>). (1.5 points)

· Style link pseudo-class selectors for a:link, a:visited, a:active and a:hover. (1.5 points)

· Text Styling (3 Points)
· Use the @font-face rule along with the font shorthand (e.g., font: 16px Arial, sans-serif;) to import a font and define font styles. (1 point)

· Use a text alignment property (e.g., text-align: center;) to change the alignment of a text element. (1 point)

· Use at least one other text property (e.g., letter-spacing, text-transform) to modify the appearance of text elements. (1 point)

· Box Model & Layout (3 Points)
· Demonstrate the use of the box model property by applying margins for all sides of an element at once (e.g., margin: 20px;). (0.5 points)

· Demonstrate the use of a background image. (1 point)

· Define colors using:

· hexadecimal values (e.g., FF5733) for at least one element. (0.5 points)
· RGB values (e.g. rgb(22,22,22) ) for at least one element. (0.5 points)

· Named color value (e.g. white) for at least one element. (0.5 points)

· Lists & Styling (2 Points)
· Use at least two list properties (e.g., list-style-type, list-style-position) to change the appearance of 2 lists minimally not counting the list in the nav element (2 points)
· CSS Effects (3 Points)
· Apply two transformations (e.g., rotate, scale) on separate items to create effects. (1 point)

· Use two CSS filters (e.g., blur, grayscale) on separate items to create visual effects. (1 point)

· Set the opacity of an element to create transparency effects (e.g., opacity: 0.8;). (1 point)

· Media Queries & Print Style (3 Points)
· Use media queries to create a responsive design for different screen sizes (e.g., mobile, tablet, desktop). (1.5 points)

· Create a print style sheet to modify the page for printing, removing unnecessary visual elements. (1.5 points)
3. Validation & Report (5 Points)
· Validate all HTML and CSS through a validator tool.

· Take a screenshot of the validation results and include them in a brief report.

· The report must also include a list of all images used on the site, stating where the images were acquired (e.g., online resources, or self-made).

· Ensure all images are copyright-free or properly credited.

** An additional 5 points will be evaluated for the overall design atheistic of the site 

When finished: 
Publish your portfolio site on your webhost. That way as you build projects throughout your degree path you can update and maintain the portfolio if you wish. 

Provide a link to your portfolio site in your word document. 

Zip up your project files (all html/css/images/folders etc)

Submit the Zip file and the Word document Report with link to the assignment folder by the due date.
